Town seeks Florida grant to help
establish underwater marine p ark

T he Town Commission directed the administration to apply for a

state grant to establish a protected underwater marine park south
of Anglin’s Pier to help protect coral reefs while also helping in-
crease tourism in the Town.

The Town applied for a $20,000 matching grant from the Florida
Department of Environmental Protection  in November after Cry of the
Water, a Fort Lauderdale environmental group, made a presentation to the
Commission suggesting the Town create the new park.

If the grant is approved, the funds will be used to help establish the
Lauderdale-By-The-Sea Marine Park. Itwould become the newest marine
park in the state and the only one located north of Biscayne National Park,
which is off Homestead.

Cry of the Water suggested the Town’s marine park, which would stretch
from 300 feet south of the pier south to Palm Avenue, be a voluntary no
take zone where divers would be encouraged not to catch lobster. The
Town already has an ordinance banning scuba divers from spearfishing.

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Resident s responding to survey
satisfied with most T own services

y a more than 2 to 1 margin, the Town of Lauderdale-By-The-
B Seais a good place to live, according to residents who responded to
a Town-wide survey.

Surveys were mailed to residents this year. Of the 182 residents who
took the time to complete it, the majority were very satisfied or satisfied on
issues ranging from fire protection to code enforcement.

As a place to live, 60 residents rated the Town as good. Five rated the
Town as fair. Twenty-four rated the community as a poor place to reside.

The majority of respondents were very satisfied or satisfied with code
enforcement, recreation, fire, police and EMS , municipal services, street
and right-of-way maintenance, beach and park maintenance, as well as the
Town’soverall appearance.

Residents were almost evenly split on how well the Town communicated
with residents. Thirty residents were dissatisfied or very dissatisfied with
Building Department services, which is operated for the Town by Broward
County; twenty-six residents, however, were very satisified. r

Boaters would be prohibited from
entering into the park, where
anchors dropped onto the reef could
potentially kill or damage federally-
protected corals.

The proposed park would extend
from the Town’s shore east out to
firstreef.

Before officially
establishing a
marine park, the
Townwould hold a
series of hearings
seeking input from
the public, divers,
boaters and other
stakeholdersin the
Marc Furth Photo Community.
The Commission
voted 5-0to support
establishing the marine park and
expressed optimism about its efforts
being successful.

An attempt to create an underwa-
ter marine preserve between the
Hillsboro Inletand Port Everglades
failed 10 years ago after the pro-
posal became mired in controversy
overthe restrictions the preserves
would have placed on boaters and
divers.

The Town'’s efforts to create a
marine park just off its shores is
much more limited than the proposal
that was defeated earliert r

Please note: Residents
aliens must bring a permanent
resident Green Card, proof of
asylum or INS 1-485 letter
showing that your application to
convertto permanentresident
status is complete.
