The Commission last month
agreed to allocate $15,000 this
fiscal year to help Goreau get
started with the paperwork
necessary to obtain local, state
and federal permits before the
artificial reef project can proceed.

occur. “Everything depends on the
severity of the storm,” he said.

As always, homeowners should
separate vegetation from construc-
tion debris when placing any
material on the curb for pick-up.

If a homeowner misses all three
hurricane related pick-ups, Mason
said, the debris will still be picked
up during the Town’s regular
monthly bulk pick-ups, as long as
homeowners comply with Town bulk
pick-up regulations (see box).

Debris will also be picked up if it
is small enough to be placed in a
homeowner’s garbage can. Mason
said if a homeowner needs to hire a
contractor to make major repairs,
the contractor will remove construc-
tion debris as part of the contract.

Unlike last year, Mason said the
Town will pick up hurricane debris
along State Road A1A (Ocean
Drive). The removal of debris along
AlA, a state road, took a long time
because the state was responsible.

The Townwanted to remove the
debris itself, but did not because
FEMA would not reimburse the
cost. Mason said the Town will pick
up debris on A1A after the next
hurricane, because reimbursement
is now available through the Federal
Highway Administration. [

LBTS BULK WASTE GUIDELINES

Single-family and duplex residentialaccepted.

bulk collection guidelines:

— Bulk waste is to be placed not
more than 5-feet from the curb or
roadway in front of the residence.

— Allyard or horticultural waste
must be placed in toters or properly
tied and bundled in lengths not
exceeding 6-feetin length, 4-inches
in diameter and 50 pounds in weight.

ACCEPTABLE BULK WASTE

— Household goods including
appliances, furniture, mattresses,
toys, carpets (bundled and tied in
correct lengths and weight as set
forth above), and other items
normally and usually found in a
residential household.

— Incidental/minimal debris from

— Horticultural and yard waste as
set forth above. Contractor-generated
horticultural and yard waste shall not
be accepted.

UNACCEPTABLE BULK WASTE

— Tree stumps, tree trunks, limbs
and branches not meeting the size
and weight limits mentioned earlier.

Construction debris generated by
a contractor; construction debris
generated by a home improvement
project done by a resident that is more
than incidental to the project. Con-
struction debris includes concrete
blocks, bricks, roofing material,
drywall, paint, plywood and other
materials produced by construction,
remodeling, repair or demolition.
