Capital Improvement Projects
will be completed much sooner

Baldwin’s requestto borrow at least $5 million — and possibly an
additional $2 million — to speed up important projects in the Town’s
ongoing $80 million Capital Improvement Program
There are two big CIP projects currently underway. The first is the four
new beach portals at Pine, Washingtonia, Datura and Hibiscus avenues
(See story on Page 7). When completed, the Town will have five beautiful
landscaped entranceways to the ocean for residents and tourists to enjoy.
The second huge project involves the installation of sewers in Terra Mar,
Bel Air, the Palm Club and on Sunset Lane. The $5 million project benefits
the environment by providing sanitary sewers to about 300 residents in
those neighborhoods.

Follow these steps to protect your
property from severe storm flooding

0 The massive flooding caused by Hurricane Katrina in New Orleans
highlights the need to take storm-related water damage very seriously.

(NFIP)in 1968 to provide affordable flood insurance to people who
live in areas with the greatest risk of flooding — Special Flood
Hazard Areas (SFHAS).

The NFIP makes federally-backed flood insurance available in communi-
ties that agree to adopt and enforce floodplain management ordinances to
reduce future flood damage. This is important since property owners who
hold a federally-backed mortgage must purchase flood insurance if the
property is located within a SFHA.

The Community Rating System (CRS) is a program developed by the
Federal Insurance Administration to provide incentives for NFIP communi-
ties that implement more stringent floodplain standards than the minimum
NFIP requirements. The CRS rewards these efforts with discounts on flood
insurance premiums.

The Town of Lauderdale-By-The-Sea currently holds a Class 8 CRS

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Town increases its
efforts to improve
stormwater drainage

To help the Town fight severe
flooding, the Town Commission in
September agreed to increase the
Town'’s residential stormwater utility
fee from $3.50 to $7 per month per
equivalent stormwater unit.

The Town adopted the fee to raise
the needed funds to mitigate
flooding in Town by cleaning out
storm drains and maintaining the
Town'’s storm drainage system.

Municipal Services Director
Bill Maso n said keeping storm
drains clear of debris is an important
step to keep the Town from severe
flooding caused by any rainstorm.

“It definitely helps,” Mason said.
“Flooding would be worse (if the
Town didn’t clean out storm drains
and maintain its drainage system).

As evidenced by the massive
floodingin New Orleans following
Hurricane Katrina , flooding is often
responsible for the most severe
storm-related property damage.

Mason said the Town, on aver-
age, is six feet above sea level. 0

This classification equates to a
10 percent discount on new or
renewing flood insurance policies for
all SFHA properties and a 5 percent
discount on policies for non-SFHA
properties.

InLauderdale-By-The-Sea, there
are about 1,808 flood insurance
policies in effect. Annually, the
Town’'s CRS Class 8 rating gener-
ates $40,000 in savings on flood
premiums.Since flooding is the most
common natural disaster, it is
important that you obtain the
maximum protection. You can
purchase floodinsuranceirrespec-
tive of where you reside — in high,
moderate, or low risk areas, and
there is no exclusion as to what
type of ownership you represent
(i.e., homeowner, renter, or busi-
ness owner). Since it has been
determined that your property lies
within a flood hazard area, the
following information and tips may
be of interest to you. Please refer to
this fact sheet in the event of an
impending hurricane, tropical storm,
or naotification of projected heavy
rainfall. During extended periods of
heavy rainfall, low lying areas within
the Town are subject to flooding.
This information is offered to help
protect your property and reduce
potential losses due to flooding.

MAP DETERMINATIONS

The Town provides Flood Insur-
ance Rate Map (FIRM) determina-
tions to let you know if you are in a
flood hazard area and if you are
required by federal law to carry flood
insurance. To determine if your
property is in the Special Flood
Hazard Zone (AE or VE zones), call
(954)776-3611.

FLOODWARNING SYSTEM

The Town and Broward County
depend on the National Weather
Service (NWS) for flood notification.
The NWS will issue flood advisories
at least six (6) hours prior to ex-
pected heavy rainfall that could
cause the drainage systems to
overflow and create inland ponding of
flood waters and the isolation of

residential/business areas. Listen
to the radio for up-to-date forecasts.
FLOOD SAFETY

If you are advised to evacuate,
turn off utilities at the main switches
orvalves. Disconnect electrical
appliances, but do not touch any
electrical equipment if you are wet
or standing in water. Avoid fast
flowing water or unstable banks.

FLOOD INSURANCE

Most mortgage lenders require
flood insurance based on the
elevation of the property. Inthe
event that your mortgage does not
have this provision or if you own
your property free and clear, you
can purchase this insurance at any
time. Remember: There is a 30-day
waiting period before the policy
becomes effective. Homeowner’s
insurance and/or Windstorm
insurance does not cover flood damage.

Because the Town is an NFIP
community, flood insurance is
available to protect all homes,
condominiums, apartments and
nonresidential buildings, including
commercial structures within the
Town. You are eligible for flood
insurance, regardless of whether
your property has never flooded...or
has flooded several times in the
past. All properties secured by a
federally backed mortgage (FHA,
VA, FNMA, etc.) must carry flood
insurance.

PERMIT REQUIREMENTS

All buildings under construction
require permits, which should be
obtained prior to commencement of
construction activities. Contact
Planning and Zoning Services
before you build, alter, regrade or
place fill on your property. The office
is located at 4509 Ocean Drive. If
you see building or filling without a
Town permit posted, call Planning &
Zoning at(954) 776-3611.

IMPROVEMENT REQUIREMENTS

The Town and the National Flood
Insurance Program require that if
the cost of reconstruction, rehabili-
tation, additions, or otherimprove-
ments to a building equals or
exceeds 50 percent of the building’s
market value, the building must

meet the same construction require-
ments as a new building. This
includes lowest floor elevations.
Substantially damaged buildings
must also be brought up to the
same standards.
DRAINAGEMAINTENANCE
Proper drainage helpsreduce the
risk of flooding. Itis illegal for any
direct or indirect entry of any solid,
liquid or gaseous matter to enter the
drainage system and waterways.
The Town inspects the drainage
system and removes blockages that
are found or reported. If you live
near areas where waters flow, you
can help in this process by keeping
the catch basins clear of debris.
Reports of any violations should be
made to the Municipal Services
Departmentat (954) 776-5119.
FLOODHAZARD
All of the property located east of
the Coastal Construction Line and
on or near the Intracoastal Water-
way, or on or near connecting
canals, are in the Special Flood
Hazard Area. Your property may be
elevated high enoughthatyou have
notexperienced flooding. However,
this may change in the future.
Hurricane Andrew (1992), South
Florida’s most devastating storm,
was not a wet hurricane as com-
paredto Hurricane Irene (1999) and
the “No Name” storm in October,
2000 both of which caused unprec-
edented residential property damage.

SITE VISITS

debris into Town canals or storm
drains, please call Municipal

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Take the proper steps ahead of time to protect your pets

During a flood or hurricane,
evacuation centersin Broward
County will not accept pets. So
make plans in advance to board
your pets in an animal kennel or
with friends.

Plan ahead

Talk to a friend or family member
who lives in an area that is not
expected to be affected by the
hurricane. Ask if their home would
be open to you and your pet should
a storm threaten.

Be responsible

Do not leave your pet home
during a hurricane. A secure room
and a few day’s food and water do
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not necessarily mean safety for your
pet. Many people returned home
after Hurricane Andrew to find
their pets missing.

Keep a current picture of your pet
to help identify it.

After the storm

Take caution in allowing your
pets outdoors after the storm has
passed. Familiar scents and
landmarks will have been altered
and your pet may become confused
or lost. Downed power lines also
presentreal dangers.

Take precautions not to allow
your pet to consume food or water
that has become contaminated. 0

Evacuation safety tips

When you are ordered to
evacuate, try to move to the
house of a friend or family
member not affected by the
impending high waters.

Rehearse your evacuation plan
with all household members.
Plan to leave early to avoid any
traffic delays. If you will need
assistance to evacuate, you
must pre-register with a Broward
County Special Needs Shelter at

Discuss these tips with your
neighbors. Ifyou have to evacu-
ate, inform each other of places
where you will be staying and
leave contacttelephone numbers
and addresses. Familiarize
yourself with the locations of the
designated American Red Cross
Regional Hurricane Shelters.
