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Tips for protecting garden
plant s from green iguanas

Green iguanas  are a
growing problem in Town  and
across South Florida.

Green iguanas eat shrubs,
trees, landscape plants,

orchids and fruits, including
mangos, berries and tomatoes.
Ornamental vegetation can be
destroyed by one large iguana
taking up residence in a yard.

In addition to eating plants,
iguanas also cause problems
by digging nesting burrows that
can weaken sidewalks,
seawalls and foundations.

Iguana feces are odiferous,
unsightly and may harbor
Salmonella bacteria. Because
iguanas often prefer to def-
ecate in or around water, it is

not uncommon for an iguana to
use a private pool as a defeca-
tion area.

While the Town is taking
measures to help mitigate the
problem, there are steps local
homeowners can take to protect
their yards and gardens from
being destroyed:

— Make your yard less
attractive to iguanas. Do not feed
the reptiles. Even if you like
them and don’t mind their
presence, your neighbors may
not feel the same way. Feeding
iguanas encourages them to
hang around, so please don’t do
it.

— Plants can be protected by
screens or wire cages.

— You can also spray your
plants to deter iguanas from
eating them. You can coat
plants with a homemade mixture
consisting of 3 cloves of garlic
and 4 red hot peppers mixed into
a bucket of water.

— You can buy Garlic Rid
and spray it on your plants. rr rr r
